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CORPORALITY IN PHYLOSOPHICAL

Abstract. Problem setting. The article studies the problem of
human «corporalis» and to the interrelations between corporalis and
spiritual entities. Philosophy expands and deepens the problem of the
human body to the awareness and recognition on the personal and so-
cial levels of the value of the body, the value of human corporeality.

Paper objective is to comprehend the concept of corporeality
as a philosophical-anthropological category.

Methods: method of philosophical anthropology that allows to
explore the corporeality not only as a person’s condition but also as
one of the driving forces of the functioning and development of the
person’s value attitude to the world.

The article contemplates the position and significance of the
human body in the unity of its internal and external components. Cor-
poreality is represented as a multidimensional attribute of man and as
a universally universal category, in philosophical and anthropological
significance, equal to the category of spirituality. The components of
«corporeality» are singled out and described. The author considers the
scientists’ views on the issue and singles out the features of «corpo-
reality» of Plato, Aristotle, M. Merlo-Ponti, V. Podoroga and V. Niki-
tin. The article carries out comparison of the status «corporality» and
analyzes the development and role of «corporality» in the philosophi-
cal, aesthetic and social systems of the historical epochs of the Wes-
tern culture. «Corporeality» has been perceived differently in the sys-
tem of philosophical dimensions at different stages of development
of human society. Philosophers and historians of antiquity considered
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more carefully the expressiveness of the body that was at the heart of
the Greek ideal of beauty and harmony of man. The views of the phi-
losophers of the Middle Ages were oriented toward the development
of the spiritual (inner) world of man, and the body must unconditio-
nally obey the spirit. In the modern world, under the influence of scien-
tific and information technology, the human body is displaced in its
original form, which significantly affects self-identification.

In conclusion the author says that that throughout life the as-
piration to self-improvement is typical of each person who always as-
pires to the spiritual and physical harmony of self-development. Hu-
man «corporeality» is a spiritualized body, result of ontogenetic and
personal growth, and in a more comprehensive sense — the historical
development, showing cultural, individual and semantic components
of human essence.
